Drunk Driving Arrest

Monday, October 30, 2006; 3:31 a.m.; 17 " Street and Douglass Street

of alcohol and officers had difficulty waking him. The engine was running and it appeared
as if the driver had just stopped where he was found. Once officers did awaken him they
found him unable to stand on his own, perform any field sobriety tests, or answer any
guestions. They arrested him for DUI and they towed his car.

Felony Drug Arrest

search condition. They searched him and found drugs packaged for sale. He was again
arrested.

The beat officer was passing through the 'lake' area when he saw a guy he knew had a
restraining order, issued as a result of past drug, arrests prohibiting him from being in the
area. He arrested the guy for the violation. Our beat officer found drugs packaged for
sales in his possession. | guess the money is too good to stay away from the area even
after a judge’s order.

Felony Drug Arrest

Plainclothes officers were out and about again when they saw a chap hanging out. What
was unusual was the fact that once the guy saw the cops he left the area as quickly as he
could. Officers followed to investigate. Citizens pointed the officers to the car in which the
guy was hiding. As an officer approached the guy ran again. The officer chased the guy
telling him to stop. The guy then ran into an auto repair shop and hid in the bathroom.
Officers got him out and found that he had hidden drugs packaged for sale in the
bathroom.

She was charged with possession for sale.

Robbery with Force

Monday, October 30, 2006 7:30 p.m.

The victim was walking west on Warren Dr. at Clarenden when 2 suspects walked past
her and grabbed her purse which was strapped to her right shoulder. The suspects
yanked the purse which caused the victim to fall to the sidewalk. (This kind of force used




made this theft turn into a robbery). The suspects got the purse and fled in a vehicle
driven by a third suspect.

Robbery, Commercial Estab. With a Gun

Tuesday, October 31, 2006 9:45 p.m.

The two victims were working in their liquor store at 2101 Golden Gate Ave. when 3
suspects entered the store. The suspects were wearing hoods and masks and 2 were
armed with handguns and one was armed with an AK-47 rifle. The suspects pointed their
weapons at the victims and made them lie on the floor. The suspects stole both the
victim's wallets, a cell phone, 3 bottles of gin, about $700.00 from the cash register, and a
laptop computer. All 3 suspects fled on foot from the scene.

Assault

Tuesday, October 31, 2006; 4:45 p.m.; Cole and Page  Streets

Victim was walking past an assembled group of street dwellers when he noticed that one
had a pet chicken on her shoulder. He made some comment about the chicken as he
passed. Suddenly one of the group punched him to the side of his face causing his nose
to bleed. Police were called and upon arriving, the victim could not identify who had
punched him. He was not seriously injured and nobody was arrested.

Vandalism, Breaking windows - Arrest made

Wednesday, 11/01/06 12:15 am, 17 ™ & Temple Sts.

A very unhappy individual, for unknown reasons, struck a plate glass window with his fist,
breaking the $900 window. Luckily for us, but not for him, an off-duty CHP officer
witnessed the vandalism and chased down the suspect, caught him and held him for
SFPD. Digital photos of the cuts to the suspect's hands should make this an open and
shut case.

Assault

Wednesday, November 1, 2006; 1249 p.m.; 1655 Haight  Street

Officers were called to the scene of the report of a fight in progress. When they arrived,
they located the alleged victim who was bleeding from his mouth. The "victim" told officers
that he was just walking down the street minding his own business when an assailant ran
up and began punching him. As the victim was telling his story, the officers could smell
the strong odor of an alcohol beverage on his clothes and breath. In fact, the victim had
difficulty speaking because he was so intoxicated. The investigating officers found two
witnesses in a nearby store who gave a whole different account of events. The victim had
approached an unknown person on the street and started an altercation with him. The two
witnesses had tried to intervene but the "victim" ran around them and began to assault
the unknown party. The suspect in this case punched the "victim" in self-defense and left
the scene before the officers could arrive.

Possession of Meth/Resisting Officers

Thursday, November 2, 2006; 9:21 p.m.; Haight at St  einer Streets

Officers had responded to the area on an unrelated call to assist other officers making an
arrest. After assisting the other officers subdue the original suspect, their attention was
drawn to a young male approaching them. The young man began acting very excited and
attempted to interfere with the arrest of his friend. The two back-up officers noticed that
the young man's speech was slurred. They could smell both an alcoholic beverage and
the burnt smell of marijuana on the young man's clothing. The officers determined that the
young man was intoxicated and attempted to take him into custody. The young man
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began screaming and running but was quickly overcome and restrained by the officers.
Inside the man's clothing was a half-filled bottle of vodka. After transporting their custody
to Park Station, the officers removed him from their car. Lying where the suspect had
been sitting was a piece of tinfoil containing methamphetamine. The suspect was
subsequently booked for resisting arrest and the narcotic possession.

Agravated Assault

Saturday, November 4, 2006; 00:05 a.m.; Cole and Ha ight Streets

The victim and his friend were asked to leave the Milk Bar on Haight Street due to
intoxication. The friend met up with another man known as "Shawn" at Haight and Cole
Streets while the victim was shopping in a nearby store. The victim joined his friend and
got into a verbal altercation with Shawn. Shawn responded by bashing the victim over
the head several times with a beer bottle. Shawn fled on Cole Street towards Waller
Street before an onlooker could summon the police. When officers arrived, the victim's
head was covered in blood. Unfortunately, the victim was too intoxicated to communicate
coherently with the officers during their investigation.

Assault/Possible Rape

Saturday, November 4, 2006; 18:16 p.m.; Mission Str  eet

A Park Station Officer was summoned to the UCSF medical center on the report of a
rape. There the officer contacted the rape victim. The victim had learned the evening
before that her children had been adopted and to ease her depression, bought a bottle of
Vodka. The victim sat in the Metreon Park where she drank the entire bottle of vodka.
When the victim woke, she was laying half-naked in a nearby Alley. The victim had no
recollection of the previous night's events. She had bruises all over her body and human
bite marks on her chest. Based on her disheveled/missing clothing and physical
discomfort, the victim believed that she had been raped. The victim was transported to
the SFGH rape crisis clinic where a sexual assault investigation was collected, and she
received proper medical and psychological treatment.

Assault

Sunday, November 5, 2006; 03:05 a.m.; Oak at Lyon S treets

Responding Officers located the victim lying in the panhandle suffering from a broken leg
and numerous superficial wounds. Witnesses had seen the victim being beaten by 4-5
other persons and had called the police. One of the witnesses was able to identify the
most aggressive assailant trying to leave the scene a block away. Several other
concerned citizens came forward and also identified the suspect. During the officer's
investigation, they learned that as the citizens attempted to intervene, they were told by
those beating the suspect that it was all right because they were all "friends". The suspect
claimed that he didn't know any of his assailants, but just an hour before Officers had
seen the suspect sitting with them. It was unclear why the suspect was unwilling to help in
the capture of the suspects that beat him so savagely, but it was obvious that he was
withholding his cooperation. The identified suspect was arrested and booked accordingly.

Sunday, November 5, 2006, Quite night in the Park _ District

Except for the above-mentioned assault in the panhandle, the Park District enjoyed a very
peaceful night. There were a number of reported missing persons, one of which required
Officers to conduct a full search of the district and the broadcast of the information about
the missing person every hour. All of the missing persons (walk away) and runaways
were from various facilities located in the district.




Parole Violation

Monday, November 6, 2006; 9:00 a.m.; Haight and Fil Imore Streets

Plainclothes officers were in the above area when they saw a guy they knew to be on
state parole. They stopped to talk to him and exercised his search condition. While talking
and searching him, they found a 'crack’ pipe in his pocket, enough to violate his parole. It
dropped to the ground and he smashed it with his foot. The officers contacted his parole
agent who informed the officers that he was in the process of issuing a parole revocation
warrant for his arrest. He went to jail for the violation, where he will be turned over to the
custody of the California Department of Corrections.

Felony Drug/Warrant Arrest

Monday, November 6, 2006; 12:35 p.m.; Conservatory  Drive at JFK Drive

Two bicycle officers followed a crazy bicyclist, they watched as he made riding violation
after riding violation. They were going to stop him to investigate but he saw the officers
and took off, peddling as fast as he could. The rider stopped at the above intersection and
put his hand into his pocket. Officers ordered him to remove his hand and placed him
handcuffs for their protection. A computer check showed that he had a parole warrant so
he was arrested. After being searched he was found to have several types of illegal drugs
in his possession.

Felony Drug Arrest/Parole Violation

Monday, November 6, 2006; 4:39 p.m.; Alvord Lake

Plainclothes officers, very busy, were in the park when they saw a guy that they knew
was on parole out of Eureka. When he saw the cops he said, "I know I'm out of bounds".
He was referring to the fact that because he was on parole out of Eureka he must stay in
county. The officers took him into custody. And, he did mention to the officers that he had
quite a collection of drugs in his possession. He had hash, marijuana, and meth, all
available for purchase. Maybe he'll go back to Eureka when all of the charges are
dismissed, but probably not.

Parole Violation

Tuesday, November 7, 2006; 9:02 a.m.; 2020 Market S treet

Officers were checking the parking lot located above because drug dealers, addicts, and
general criminals tend to frequent this area. The saw a guy they knew to be on parole so
they ran a computer check. Turned out he had a parole warrant for his arrest. They
arrested him. The guy has no home, no job, and no money. What he did have was a
$1,500 bicycle and identification and checks in the name of two other people. There was
no way to determine if the bike was stolen (always provide us with your serial numbers)
and the owner of the wallet said that he lost it (can't charge the guy with a crime). So he
will be returned to the custody of the California Department of Corrections.

Parole Violation

Tuesday, November 7, 2006; 2:20 p.m.; Alvord Lake

A bike cop was riding in the above area, high crime and narcotic activity area, when he
noticed that a guy sitting on a hill that upon seeing him (the officer) tried to flee the area.
The officer stopped the guy and was informed by the 'gentleman’ that he (too) was on
parole. A computer check revealed that his parole agent had issued a return to custody
warrant for his arrest. The officer complied with the demands of the CDC.




Drunk Driving Arrest

Wednesday, November 8, 2006; 10:21 a.m.; Stanyan an d Oak Streets

Officers were leaving the police station when they heard a loud pop. They turned their
attention to a car pulling away from the curb in an erratic fashion. They followed the car
until it pulled over with a flat tire. They stopped to investigate. Immediately the officers
determined that the said driver appeared to be driving under the influence (based on the
empty sake bottles in the car and the strong smell of booze). The dude told the officers
"you got me, I've been drinking a lot". He also refused to do any tests insisting to be taken
to give a breath test. He blew over 3 times the legal limit. Thank goodness for the flat tire!
He was arrested for the violation.

Burglary Arrest

Wednesday, November 8, 2006; 2:46 p.m.; 1150 Scott  Street

Officers saw a guy that had a felony warrant for his arrest so they moved in to arrest him.
He was in the company of a 17 year-old that was identified through fingerprint evidence
as being involved in a burglary. The housing development at the above location has been
plagued by a series of burglaries over the last several months.

The victim was walking home when he heard noises coming from behind him. When he
turned to see what was happening, he was confronted by the suspect holding a handgun.
The suspect demanded the victim's wallet, but the victim asked the suspect if he could
just give him his money because he liked the wallet. The suspect took the money and fled
the scene.

Felony Warrant Arrest

Thursday, November 9, 2006; 7:20 a.m.; 1100 Scott S  treet

Plainclothes officers set up on an address that they knew a guy wanted on a serious
felony warrant was living. Sure enough, 20 minutes after they arrived the wanted felon
appeared and the officers arrested him for the $100,000 warrant.

Burglary Arrest

Thursday, November 9, 2006; 1:30 p.m.; 1750 Fulton  Street

A guy turned a simple shoplifting incident into a burglary. What he did was he went into
the grocery store and put on a jacket (the stores) and then filled the pockets with over the
counter medication. He then left the store making no attempt to pay. What makes this
theft a more serious crime is the fact that he had no money and his statement that his
current employer doesn't pay him enough to buy things. He came all the way from the
east bay to commit the theft (is San Francisco soft on crime?). He has numerous prior
theft arrests and two warrants for his arrest out of his 'home base'. He went to jail.

Suspicious Occurrence

Thursday, November 9, 2006; 3:30 p.m.; Haight at C| ayton Street

Officers received a call of a man brandishing a handgun towards a woman who had
asked him to move his vehicle out of a bus stop. When officers arrived, a white unmarked
van was in a bus zone matching the suspect vehicle's description. For their safety, the
responding officers approached the van with their weapons out. Just then, a man came
running out of a nearby store screaming at the officers, "get away from my van". The
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officers detained the man who was inappropriately excited and continually yelling at the
officers. The other officers approached the van and quickly discovered that the van was in
fact an armored vehicle picking up cash from a store. The officers attempted to locate the
original caller who complained about the gun brandishing but was unable to find her.
Without the original complainant, all the officers could do was identify the employee and
notify his superior regarding the suspicious activity and unprofessional manner in which
he had conducted himself. The incident was documented in an incident report for follow
up should the victim come forward.

Burglary Arrest

Friday 11/10/2006 1458pm 1151 Scott St.

On 10/31/2006 a burglary occurred on the 1100 block of Scott Street. San Francisco
Police Department C.S.I. Unit responded to the scene, and recovered fingerprints as
evidence. San Francisco Police Inspectors used the police fingerprint computer to identify
the suspect. Mugshots and suspect information was sent out to police stations. A Park
Station officer having knowledge of this suspect responded to areas the suspect
frequents. On the 1100 block of Scott St. the suspect was found throwing a football in the
street, he is taken into custody without further incident.

Aggravated assault, dog bite

Saturday, 11/11/2006 1114 a.m., Fifteen hundred blo ck of Turk Street.

Park Station Officers responded to the fifteen hundred block of Turk Street on the report
of a fight or assault. When the Officers arrived they found the victim bleeding from both
feet and his left thumb. The Officers later learned the injuries to the victim were caused by
dog bites. The Officers then interviewed the victim and were told that the victim exited his
apartment and found the suspect, who he knew, standing in front of the victim's door. The
victim told the officers that the suspect was not allowed on the property. The victim said
he told the suspect to leave the property, at which time the suspect told the Pit-Bull dog
he was holding to attack the victim. The dog attacked the victim knocking him to the
ground. The suspect also took this opportunity to stomp the victim in the head while he
was down and being bitten by the dog. Only when a third party came to the victim's aid
did the attack stop. The suspect and his dog escaped prior to the Officer's arrival. The
victim was transported to the hospital for treatment of, what the Officers described as
severe dog bites. The victim was able to give the Officers the full name and date of birth
of the suspect.

Update: A few days later, the officer who handled the initial incident saw the pit-Bull
involved, but the dog was not with the Owner/Suspect. The dog walker surrendered the
dog to the officer, and the dog was taken into custody at ACC.

Violation of Stay Away Order

Sunday, November 12, 2006; 12:20 p.m.; 2100 Block G rove Street

Officers received a call regarding a man harassing two women and violating a restraining
order. When the officers arrived, they located the man standing in the parking area of a
residence. After detaining the suspect, officers interviewed the two complainants who
explained to them that the man lived in the apartment across the hall from theirs. The
suspect had been making inappropriate sexual advances towards both of them for
months, often opening his door without clothes on as they walked by. In appearance, the
man had been stalking the two women by listening to their conversations from outside
open windows, removing light bulbs from the hallway and appearing at social events that
the women attended. As a result of this harassment, the women had the suspect served
with a restraining order that very day. Specific in the restraining was that the suspect
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should stay away from the women, their apartment and their car. Shortly after serving the
suspect, the women looked out their window to see that the suspect was on his cell
phone right next to their car. The suspect continuously touched their car as if to flaunt his
contempt for the restraining order. The suspect was taken into custody and subsequently
booked for the restraining order violation.

Embezzlement in a Church

Monday 11/13/2006 1630hrs.

Representatives from a church responded to Park Police Station to report that while doing
an audit of the churches accounts, it was discovered that a church member was
embezzling church funds to the tune of $26,803 in missing funds. Due to an up coming
investigation no more information can be given. (So much for the Ten Commandments!)

Pickpocket of a Tourist

Monday 11/13/2006 2000hrs. Area of Haight & Market  St.

A tourist visiting from Britain boarded a crowded 71 Muni coach at Market and Haight
streets. She was only on for a short ride, but an adequate amount of time for a suspect to
unzip her purse and remove valuables without her knowledge. When the tourist exited the
Muni coach, it was only then that she noticed her purse was opened and items were
missing, as the coach drove away. (Remember folks! Snaps, Flaps, Zippers & Velcro
don't make it secure! Keep it under your arm or keep a hand on it!)

Battery w/ Serious Injuries

Tuesday 11/14/06 3:20 am States and Castro Streets

Sibling rivalry took a turn for the worse as Park Station officers responded to a fight with
one party screaming for help. It seems that 2 brothers, aged 37(!) and 40(!), were fighting
in their apartment. Big brother was clearly the aggressor, and the officers found pieces of
the victim's scalp at the scene. Little brother was treated and released from the hospital,
while big brother got a ride to jail.

Felony Warrant Arrest

Tuesday, November 14, 2006; 10:39 a.m.; Haight and  Divisadero Streets

Plainclothes officers were driving down the street when they saw a guy they knew to have
warrants. The guy saw them and placed the two Makita sanders that he was carrying into
a bus shelter. The warrants were for possession of stolen property, and the guy has priors
for burglary and breaking into cars. The officers arrested the guy for the warrants and he
said that he "just found the two (very expensive) sanders" and "I don't think they work".
Back at the station the officers checked the sanders and found that they worked perfectly.

Felony Warrant Arrest

Tuesday, November 14, 2006; 11:58 a.m.; 2147 15 ™ Street

Officers noticed a guy sleeping on private property under a no trespassing sign so they
stopped to investigate. The guy was identified and it was determined that he had two
serious felony warrants for his arrest. He went to jail with the officers.

Hit and Run Accident

Wednesday, November 15, 2006; 10:13 a.m.; Fulton an d Cole Streets

This is a "what a jerk" caper. Emergency communications received numerous calls on this
one. A guy way driving his hoopdie (fully loaded with junk) west along Fulton Street when
he lost control of the car. His "steering wheel" was a small wrench. When he lost control
he sideswiped three parked cars. The junk protruding from his car caused the parked car
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and his own to become stuck to each other. So, to dislodge his car he reversed and
pulled forward several times, causing even greater damage to the parked car. Several
bystanders yelled at him to stop but he paid them no heed. He finally dislodged his 'car’,
not before striking a stopped car behind him, and speed off. There were many, many
witnesses to the incident and when the 'rocket scientist' returned to the scene, sans the
car, several people identified him to the officers who were now on scene. He was
arrested. Shortly thereafter an officer found the suspect car on a footpath, now concealed
with leaves, in Golden Gate Park. The guy was arrested for the crime. Fortunately nobody
was hurt.

Felony Drug Arrest

Thursday, November 16, 2006; 7:52 a.m.; 1000 Block  of Ashbury

Officers were called to an apartment on the above block on what is politely called an
unwanted guest. The caller couldn't get the person to leave his house. Officers found that
she was on probation and had a search condition. She also had a small warrant. They
arrested her for the warrant and removed her from the apartment. While booking her they
found that she had numerous pills of colnazepam, a controlled substance for which she
had no prescription. She was charged with those too.

Parole Warrant Arrest

Thursday, November 16, 2006; 8:20 a.m.; Alvord Lake

Plainclothes officers were in the above area when they saw a guy that they had arrested
numerous times in the past riding a bike. What was unusual was the reaction of the guy
upon seeing the cops. He tried to turn and go the other way. They ran a records check
and found that the California Department of Corrections had issued a special 'invitation'
for our guest and wanted to host him at their facility. Back to the slammer he went.

Felony Drug Arrest

Thursday, November 16, 2006; 3:30 p.m.; Alvord Lake

The beat officer was in the Alvord Lake area when he saw a guy climbing a tree (yes,
there is a law on the books prohibiting this) so he stopped to identify the guy. The guy had
a serious felony warrant for his arrest so he was arrested. While searching the guy they
found seven baggies of marijuana (packaged in such a manner that it appeared that they
were going to be sold) concealed in various pockets on his person. He was arrested for
the warrant and for the possession for sale of the drugs.

Felony Warrant and Drug Arrests

Friday, November 17, 2006; 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.; Golden Gate Park to Haight St

It was a difficult day to be a known drug dealer or general criminal that hangs out in the
park from Hippie Hill to Alvord Lake. The area of vulnerability stretched to 1700-1800
Blocks of Haight Street. One narcotics officer worked for a couple of hours with Park
Station officers, the rest of the time the dedicated officers of the station worked without
the added expertise to arrest five notorious criminals local to the area. The evidence area
included every type of narcotic sold on the streets all clearly packaged for sales. All those
arrested had serious outstanding warrants for their arrest too. It was excellent work. The
officers were somewhat discouraged when they found out one of the arrestees was
released a mere 2 hours after booking.




Assault, Aggravated, With Force

Saturday, Nov. 18, 2006 2130 Hrs. Stanyan and Page

The victim stated to the responding officers that he was walking in the area of Stanyan
and Page when he felt an unknown object strike him on the head. He fell to the ground
and several unknown males began to punch and kick him. The victim covered his head
and facial areas until the attack ceased. The victim stated that he did not lose
consciousness nor was anything taken from him. The victim stated that he would not be
able to identify any of the suspects.

Suspicious Occurrence/ Resisting Arrest

Saturday, November 18, 2006; 8:33 p.m.; 924 Central  Street

Neighbors called the police to report the possibility of domestic violence. They had heard
and seen what they believed to be a woman being forced to stay in an apartment against
her will. The officer arrived and asked the man who answered the door if they could speak
with the woman inside. The male suspect refused to open the door, and then as a woman
came to do it he held her back. Seeing the suspect's actions and believing that the
woman might be in danger, the officers forced the door to aid the female victim. As the
officers entered the apartment, the suspect ran out the back door and began hoping
fences into the neighbor's yards. The officers immediately requested help and within
minutes a perimeter was set up around the entire block. Officers began a systematic yard
to yard search for the suspect. The suspect's information was left back in the apartment
so officers knew who the suspect was. In a neighboring yard, another man (not the
suspect observed) was located. He was detained and after a short while the original
suspect was also located in another yard. Officers quickly determined that the second
male had also run out of the apartment and that both men were involved. After a short
investigation, it was determined that the woman had not actually been in distress. The
woman and two men were injecting drugs and did not want the officers to know. By the
time the suspect's were taken into custody, the narcotic evidence had been consumed, so
one suspect was booked for being under the influence of drugs and resisting arrest.

Traffic Violation/ Obstructing Police Officer

Sunday, November 19, 2006; 5:09 p.m.; Page at Mason ic Streets

Officers on patrol in the Park District noticed a vehicle with recently expired registration
and initiated a traffic stop on it. The officers approached the vehicle's driver and asked for
his license and registration information. The driver admitted to not having his D.L. in
possession and gave his information to the officers verbally. The returned to their patrol
car and began a computer check on the driver. As the officers sat in their car, the saw the
driver jump out and begin running eastbound on Page Street. With no real idea why the
suspect was fleeing, the officers notified other officers to respond and began a pursuit of
the suspect. The fleeing suspect ran into a vehicle gate at 1465 Page Street where the
officers found him hiding under stairs in the backyard. The officers ordered the suspect to
come out but he refused their instructions. After a brief struggle the suspect was taken
into custody. During the struggle, one officer's knee got slammed on the ground. The
injury was so severe that the officer had to go to the hospital and was put off work. It was
later determined that the suspect ran because he had thought that his D.L. was expired,
but in fact it was not. The vehicle was towed and the suspect arrested.




Theft, Purse Snatch

Sunday, Nov. 19, 2006, 2140 Hrs. Parnassus and Clay ton

Officers responded
and found the man breathing, but gasping for air, and he was unresponsive. He had an
empty bottle of vodka, and was exposed to the cold night air. An ambulance was called to
the scene. Once in the ambulance, they placed monitors on the man who was still
breathing and as one of the crew was on the phone with a doctor at the hospital, the man
flat-lined. CPR was started and he was taken to St. Mary's Hospital where Doctors
pronounced him dead. If you sleep on the streets remember that alcohol lowers your body
heat, and sleeping bags work off your body heat.

Burglary, Apartment House

Between 12/05/06 and 12/08/06, 600 Blk of Corbett

While the victim was back east on a trip, his apartment manager called him to state that
there had been numerous break-ins and attempts in his building. When the victim
returned he found his front door had been tampered with and suspects unknown had
entered his apartment and had stolen his lap top computer and a camera. It should be
noted that the victim stated that he did not lock, the dead bolt lock, on his front door.

At 25" Ave. and Lawton St. Officers observed a
suspect who was wanted on a Felony warrant for escape from a correctional facility. The
suspect fled on foot and entered a garage. When Officers entered the garage to take the
suspect into custody, the suspect opened fire striking Officer Tuvera. The suspect was
pronounced dead at the scene. Officer Tuvera was taken to General Hospital, where,
despite a valiant effort by paramedics and hospital staff, he succumbed to his injuries.
Officer Tuvera entered the SFPD on July 1, 2002 a member of the 205 Police Academy
Class. Prior to his assignment at Taraval Station, Officer Tuvera served with distinction at
Southern and Park Station.

Being a twenty-five year member of the SFPD and one of
Bryan's former supervisors. I'd like to say one thing. Despite all the bad things that come
with this job, one of the hardest parts of it, is when an Officer falls. We work so closely to
each other every day, that until it happens, it becomes the most human part of the job,
because all of a sudden we realize we are family with each other. Bryan had a good
future in the SFPD and was an outstanding officer for the time he served. He impressed
everyone with his work. If you know the term "One of San Francisco's Finest" then you
knew Bryan! You would know he was the perfect example. | say with a heavy heart that
we will miss him. God Bless his family and friends.
